« Improve leisure facilities — replace Finsbury Leisure Centre with a new, state
of the art health and wellbeing hub for the community, including a doctor’s
surgery

- Create safer, accessible and more welcoming open spaces including
pedestrian streets across the site, improving the look and feel of the area
